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PROJECT SUMMARY
"Young Women Tackle Cyber-Violence (YOUNG WOMEN COUNTER)""

The project ""Young Women Tackle Cyber-Violence (YOUNG WOMEN COUNTER)" addresses the
critical issue of gender-based cyber violence against young women aged 15-29 in North Macedonia. This
includes forms of online abuse such as harassment, hate speech, cyberstalking, and the non-consensual
sharing of private images, which are increasingly prevalent in the digital age. The project aims to
empower young women, strengthen legal protections, and build societal awareness to create safer
online spaces.

The project addresses the alarming trends highlighted in national research, according to which one in
three young people has experienced online violence, and young women are twice as vulnerable as men.
Despite existing efforts, North Macedonia faces gaps in legal frameworks, limited public awareness, and
insufficient support mechanisms for victims, particularly young women. By addressing these issues, the
project aligns with the EU's Human Rights and Democracy program (2023—-2024) and seeks to contribute
to the country’s progress toward gender equality and digital safety.

The primary goals of the project include advocating for robust legal reforms that align with EU directives,
raising public awareness of gender-based cyber violence, and building the capacity of stakeholders such as
civil society organizations (CSOs), educators, and professionals to prevent and respond to such violence.
The project also emphasizes the importance of establishing practical support systems for victims, including
online platforms offering legal, psychological, and digital security assistance.

Key stakeholders in the project include the Initiative for European Perspective (IEP) as the lead
organization, the Ministry of Social Policy, the Commission on Prevention and Protection against
Discrimination, and the Youth Counter platform, which unites over 30 CSOs. Together, they will engage
in activities such as legal analysis, educational training, awareness campaigns, and policy advocacy.
By working with schools, policymakers, social media influencers, and digital security experts, the project
aims to create a comprehensive and sustainable response to cyber violence.

The initiative expects to directly impact at least 1,000 young women and involve over 50 CSQOs in its efforts.
Through partnerships, research, and advocacy, it seeks to foster a cultural shift that challenges stereotypes,
promotes gender equality, and equips institutions and individuals to address cyber violence effectively. By
embedding its outcomes into national frameworks and leveraging the strength of its stakeholders, the project
aspires to leave a lasting legacy of safety, empowerment, and systemic change.

The project has a duration of 24 months, led by the Citizens' Association "Initiative for European
Perspective" in partnership with the NGO "Common Values," co-funded by the European Union.
